� This image is the back of the Docket sheet on which Justice Marshall recorded votes both on the decision to grant certiorari and on the merits.  Thus, it is possible that the one note on this page (relating to Justice Scalia) related to his comments at the certiorari stage.  However, the note appears to have been written with the same color ink as Justice Marshall’s notes about the merits (particularly his handwritten insertion of Justice Kennedy’s name on the Docket sheet), and therefore it is probably a reference to a comment made in the merits conference.  


� This may refer to Jett v. Dallas Independence School District, No. 87- 2084 in which certiorari would be granted in November of 1988.  The word looks a little more like “Pallas,” but it is unclear what that would refer to in this context.   


� These notes are on a sheet of ruled notebook paper.  The case number and case name are typed and the remainder is handwritten.
